27 JUN  BANGKOK ARRIVAL 

Meet and Welcome by GTB Representative wearing a distinctive uniform holding 
signage displaying company name/logo. 
 
After passport and immigration formalities, each participant obtains a luggage cart and 
collects their luggage personally from the carousel. After baggage reclaim, participants 
pass through customs individually and exit into the arrival hall where a team of porters 
will assist with baggage. The luggage having been tagged  and clearly marked, is placed 
onboard the same vehicle and sent directly to the guest rooms, which are pre-allocated. 
 
The participants are transferred by deluxe coached (air-conditioned Mercedes Benz 40 
seater coaches). Light Thai classical music will be played as background music. During 
the transfer to the hotel, the GTB Representative will provide a commentary including an 
overview of the visit and key points of interest enroute. Guides will be fluent in English. 
 
Room keys are placed in envelopes and laid out in alphabetical order for collection. 
Information required prior to group arrival at the hotel, for pre-registration is name, 
passport number and expiry date. 
A welcome drink (fruit punch) is served at the private check-in area.

28 JUN  BANGKOK 
  Breakfast in the hotel. 

Morning planned tour of the city and Grand Palace 
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A relaxing boat ride to discover the charms of riverside lifestyle – along the bustling 
Chao Phraya River and into the quiet klongs – passing picturesque scenes – including the 
Temple of Dawn.   
Then visit the Grand Palace -- Thailand’s most historically famous palace.  It was built in 
1782 and has since been the seat of the country’s power.  It is an exuberant piece of 
architecture – breathtaking with its mix of golden domes, fluted spires and glittering 
temples.  Most importantly the grounds of the Grand Palace houses the Temple of The 
Emerald Buddha, the Kingdom’s most precious and revered image of Lord Buddha.  It is 
one visit not to be missed. 
 

1230 hrs. Lunch at Supatra River House Restaurant. 
This two-storey  traditional Thai house on the banks of the Chao Phraya River near to the 
Temple of Dawn is steeped in Thai history. The home belonged to Khunying Supatra 
Singholaga, a successful business lady and an advocate of women’ rights in Thai society 
in her days. In memory of her mother, daughter Supapan has converted the house into a 
first-class restaurant and dinner theatre, complete with memorabilia of the past,   that 
recreate the days of old Siam and offer a unique experience to the guests.

  Afternoon return to the hotel. 
 
  Evening at leisure. 
 
29 JUN  BANGKOK 
0730 hrs. American Buffet Breakfast at the hotel 
0830 hrs. Depart for Damnern Saduak. Glimpses into the old Bangkok when you visit The Floating 

Market, some 110 km outside of Bangkok – complete with the colorful sights and sounds 
of riverside villages and fruit plantations.  Travel along small flat-bottomed boat to 
capture the charm of boat vendors who sell anything from fruits to Coca-Cola to even 
bowls of noodles.  An exhilarating ride on a narrow long-tail speedboat through the  

Venice of the East & The Grand Palace  (0900-1200 hrs) 
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 marshes, passing by riverside villages and fruit plantations prepares you for this unique 

market. There will be plenty of opportunity to photograph the rural life along the canal 
banks before arriving at the market on the water. Continue to the Rose Garden Resort for 
private buffet lunch and see Thai culture in a skillfully presented show of  great  beauty 
and variety.  Witness a colorful Buddhist ordination procession, a fingernail dance, Thai 
boxing, a simple but attractive hill tribe dance, Thai sword-fighting, a folk dance and a 
traditional  Thai wedding ceremony. 

1730 hrs. Return to the hotel. 
 

 
30 JUN  BANGKOK 
  Breakfast in the hotel 
  A whole day free for own activities. 

This evening  Farewell Seafood Dinner at Bangkok Seafood Market.  After you've been 
seated, look over the list of preparation styles, then walk to the back and take a shopping 
cart. Peruse the no fewer than 40 different creatures of the sea, either live or on ice, all 
priced by the kilo. Pay for it all at the cashier, then cart it back to the table. Waiters are 
skilled at making perfect suggestions for your catch, and what comes out of the kitchen is 
always good.

(TRANSFER TO AIRPORT FOR GROUP LEAVING BANGKOK) 

 
 (GROUP ON LONGER PROGRAM – EXTENSION TO SIEM REAP) 
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02 JUL  CONTINUE THE VISIT TO ANGKOR 
The fortified city of ANGKOR THOM covers an area of 10 square km. Enclosed by a 
wall and wide moats, the city includes many of Angkor's most popular sights. Enter by 
the monumental SOUTH GATE over a causeway lined on either side by statues of 
demons and gods, each carrying a giant naga. Continue to the TERRACE OF THE 
ELEPHANTS and the TERRACE OF THE LEPER KINGS, former spaces for public 
ceremonies, both adorned with dramatic bas reliefs. Visit the ruined BAPHUON, 
ROYAL ENCLOSURE and PHIMEANAKAS before continuing to the mysterious 
BAYON TEMPLE. In this temple, one of the most popular and compelling in Angkor, 
explore the galleries of beautifully preserved bas reliefs and ascend narrow stairs to reach 
the central sanctuary, where you will find giant stone faces smiling enigmatically down at 
you from every angle. 
PRASAT KRAVAN: the five brick towers were built for Hindu worship in 921 and are 
notable for the bas-reliefs cut into the bricks on the interior walls a massive Buddhist  
 
 
temple dating from the second half of the 12th century, BANTEAY KDEI is surrounded 
by four concentric walls, the outer walls measuring 500 by 700 meters. 
 
SRAS SRANG: a basin opposite of Banteay Kdei measuring 800 by 400 meters with a 
tiny island in the middle where only the stone base remains of what was once a wooden 
temple. 
TA PROHM: one of the most popular attractions of Angkor as much of the jungle has not 
been cleared and it looks very much as most of the Angkor monuments would have 
appeared when European explorers first stumbled across them. 
TA KEO: built by Jayavarman V who ruled from 968 to 1001), it was the first Angkorian  
monument built entirely of sandstone and was dedicated to Shiva. The summit of the 
central tower is 50 meters high and is surrounded by four lower towers. 
THOMMANON: temple which mirrors Chau Say Tevoda (just to the north), as it was 
built around the same time and has a similar plan. It is also dedicated to Shiva and 
Vishnu. 
CHAU SAY TEVODA: built during the second quarter of the 12th century opposite of 
Thommanon, it was dedicated to Shiva and Vishnu. 
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03 JUL  MORNING ROULOUS TOUR   

ROULOUS GROUP: An early set of pre-Angkorian monuments located away from the 
main Angkor Wat complex. Visit the temples to gain a feeling for early Khmer 
civilization. 

 
The crowning jewel of Khmer architecture, ANGKOR WAT is the national symbol and 
the highlight of any visit to Cambodia. The largest, best preserved, and most religiously 
significant of the Angkor temples, Angkor impresses visitors both by its sheer scale and 
beautifully proportioned layout, as well as the delicate artistry of its carvings. To 
approach the temple, first cross the vast moat, continuing along a broad causeway lined 
with naga balustrades. As you enter the main building, ascend through a series of 
galleries and courtyard before reaching the central sanctuary, which offers beautiful  
 
 
 
views back over the causeway and across the surrounding countryside. On the way, stop 
to enjoy the intricate stone carvings that adorn nearly every surface, with some 1,700 
Apsaras, or celestial dancers, sculpted into the walls. Along the outer gallery walls run 
the longest continuous bas-relief in the world, which narrates stories from Hindu 
mythology, including the famous Churning of the Ocean of Milk. Angkor Wat is 
stunning at any time of the day, but sunrise and sunset are especially beautiful times to 
watch the play of light on the stones. 
 
PREAH KHAN: a temple built by King Jayavarman VII with towered enclosures and 
shoulder-hugging corridors in a jungle setting. Preah Khan covers a very large area but 
the temple itself is enclosed within a rectangular wall of around 700 by 800 meters. 

 
Seemingly miniature in comparison to the other Angkor temples, BANTEAY SREI is 
considered to be the jewel of classical Khmer art. Built in pink sandstone, the walls are 
covered in exquisitely preserved carvings of unusual delicacy. Because of its small size, 
fairy-like atmosphere and extraordinary examples of Khmer sculpture, this temple is 
often a favorite with people. Watch the sunset over the Cambodian countryside from the 
upper terraces of an ancient Angkorian temple.
